▪ Brings a cheerful countenance. V. 13 

▪ Calms contentions. V. 18

▪ Lives joyfully. V. 23 
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A Submissive Mind Leads to the 

Control of the Tongue

(Read Proverbs 16)

▪ We prepare the heart to receive instruction, God 

provides the words of instruction (v. 1).

▪ We commit our actions to things right,

God establishes our thoughts (v. 3). 

▪ When we please God, He provides peace (v. 7).

▪ We plan our lives around God, God directs our 

steps (v. 9).
